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Franklin: "A democracy is two wolves and a small lamb voting on what to have
for dinner. Freedom under a constitutional republic is a well armed lamb con-
testing the vote." A pure democracy was not the vision of our founding fathers!
Yes, the idea was discussed! The realization was apparent to them that democ-
racy was another form of tyranny! Imagine yourself as one of the founders of
our nation.
